We constantly find ourselves laboring against the view that 

models are just something out of a kit. Our models represent 

almost as much commitment to detail and materials as the 

original yacht itself.

	 	 Projects proceed only on commission

	 	 Bookings require 1 to 3 year lead times

	 	 Typical/average projects require 18 to 24 months  

		  completion time

	 	 We spend 200–300 hours measuring/

		  photographing yacht details before starting

	 	 We use precious metals to simulate chrome or bronze  

		  for winches, cleats, hardware and fittings—all hand 

		  crafted in our shop with the precision of a jeweler.

	 	 To complement our hand techniques, we employ 

		  computer-aided design, laser cutting, sublimation 

		  dye printing and micro stamping details
